OVERVIEW: 

The TCS Mini Marathon will take place on Saturday 26th April, taking place within St James’s Park. There will be up to 7,000 
runners competing in various ages groups and distances. Coach collections will take place on Northumberland Avenue for 
which there is an associated road closure in the morning. 

 

The TCS London Marathon will be holding its 45th Mass Participation Race on Sunday 27th April, with up to 50,000 runners 
taking part and raising money for charity. The route within Westminster is unchanged from previous years and is provided with 
this notice. Please note however that road closures for public safety have increased around Trafalgar Square. 

 

Key Changes 

• Road closure footprint around Trafalgar Square has increased – Traffic flow from Strand to Cockspur Street and from 
Charing Cross Road is now closed during London Marathon. 

• Bridge Street will be closed by FM Conway from 00:00-07:30 to facilitate highway reinstatement works ahead of the 
London Marathon on 27th April.
